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CLUB FOCUS... STEWARTSTOWN HARPS

W
HEN you look around
you and take in the re-
splendent facilities
which Stewartstown

Harps now have at their Mullagh-
moyle home, it’s hard to believe that
just five years ago they were in a very
different place. The club which once
saw their opponents change in their
cars along the roadside can now
boast facilities which rival any in Ul-
ster. 

Last weekend GAA president
Christy Cooney was in town to offi-
cially open their fantastic new set-up,
with ultra-modern changing rooms
and pavilion, as well as a new sand-
based, fully floodlit main playing
field. It brought the curtain down on
a memorable weekend for all involved
with the Harps as they joined togeth-
er to celebrate their achievements. 

A club mass on Thursday got the
events underway, with a chat night
featuring Peter Canavan, Tony Scul-
lion and Seamus McEnaney amongst
others hosted by Adrian Logan in
front of a packed marquee on the Fri-
day night. Saturday saw plenty of on-
field action with a towns cup compe-

tition for both men and ladies to help
bring out the parochial rivalries,
while on Sunday afternoon it was a
Harps Select which took on an Ulster
side featuring past greats like Joe
Brolly, Fay Devlin, Chris Lawn, Adri-
an Cush and Ryan Mellon to mark the
first full-sized game on their impres-
sive new field. 

According to club chairman Sean
Gallagher, the events of last weekend
were the culmination of a decade of
work by club members and officials,
who now have a set-up which they
can proudly call their own. 

“Last weekend was just fantastic
for everyone involved. It was the cul-
mination of 10 or 11 years of hard
work and dreaming that it would hap-
pen. We started thinking of it back in
2000 and 2001, and the real effort
came from 2004 onwards when we
started the pavilion, and 2007 for the
pitch when we bought the land and
got things moving. 

“Sometimes you just have to take a
chance. Three or four people instigat-
ed it all, the committee came on
board and took it forward, and every-
one can now see that making that
move was the right one for the club.”

Of course such projects do not
come about by chance. Although the
pitch contract was taken care of by
Tyrone-based KPF Contracts, much
of the auxiliary work such as con-
crete paving, the building of dugouts
and the painting of the pavilion for
example was all carried out voluntar-
ily by club members. That’s the rea-
son, according to the club chairman,
that the club put on all of last week-
end’s activities free of charge to their
members, as a reward for their efforts
and for sticking by the club over the
past decade. 

“We have a group called Club na
Clairseacha, which a lot of clubs now
have as well. We have 135 families in-
volved in that, who pay towards us
doing these sorts of projects. It was
their financial support and backing,
coupled with the grant assistance
from Sport NI, which allowed us to
turn our plans into reality. 

“We had a meeting and we took the
decision that we wouldn’t charge any-
one into any of the events which we
were hosting last weekend. Instead
we wanted to give all of our members
a free weekend of entertainment, so
we could give them something back

and which would cost them only what
they wanted it to charge them.”

Stewartstown are of course no
strangers to success. They won the
Tyrone and Ulster Junior Football
Championship titles in 2004, losing
out in the All-Ireland decider. The fol-
lowing year they added further to
their trophy haul as they claimed the
Tyrone Intermediate Football Cham-
pionship, which secured their status
in the top tier for the 2007 season.
That promotion gave them the oppor-
tunity to rub shoulders with the
biggest names on the Tyrone club
scene, and it’s something the club are
keen to experience again. 

Throughout, they have continued
to be successful at underage level, but
earlier this year they had a massive
achievement in claiming the Tyrone
Og Sport grade one title for the very
first time in the history of the club,
showing why the Harps believe fur-
ther success at adult level is coming
their way. 

“To win the Tyrone Og Sport was a
huge achievement, something which
we had never managed to do before.
To beat such big names and top
teams along the way, and now to go
on and represent Tyrone on the Ul-
ster stage, is a huge honour for every-
one in the club,” Gallagher said. 

Stewartstown may not be the
biggest of clubs, surrounded by their
much more illustrious neighbours,

but they’ve continued to hold their
own. They haven’t benefited in the
way other urban clubs have from an
influx of new blood over the past
decade, but the Harps continue to
move onwards and upwards. Their
new facilities may be a far cry from
where they started out, but according
to the club chairman, Stewartstown
Harps will never forget where they
came from and what made them what
they are. 

“We do have a small pick, because
the local area is so condensed by
clubs. There were proposals for hun-
dreds of houses which never went
any further than that, and now may
never go any further given the down
turn in the economy. We’re a very
closely knit community, very much
family based, and that’s what I be-
lieve helps to make us the strong club
we are.

“With the facilities we now enjoy, I
believe that we can look to the future
fully confident that we’re moving in
the right direction both on and off the
pitch, with the same core values of
our founder members still very much
at the forefront of everything we do.” 

There is a spirit within the club
which others can only dream of repli-
cating, as was clear to see last week-
end when the club and indeed the
wider community turned out in their
droves to celebrate in their success.
Each and every one of them will be
back out in support of the senior side
as they get their Intermediate Cham-
pionship tilt underway against
Gortin. 

How fitting it would be if they were
to claim the title once again, and start
their new life on their new pitch back
in the top flight as the greats of Ty-
rone club football come to visit. It
may be only a dream right now, but
turning dreams into reality is what
the Harps do best.
