Club Child Safeguarding Code of Practice/Ethics 2012

Our club will cultivate a child centred ethos and an environment where child, coach and club exist happily. The actions and principles needed to ensure this are described as follows:

The child is central, with particular reference to:

· Security

· Enjoyment

· Healthy development

· Awareness

· Confidentiality

Selection of people who are in contact with children will be given careful consideration (PECS and/or thoroughly checked references and/or declarations used where deemed necessary). All people in contact with children up to 18 years old will receive child protection awareness training from Comhairle Uladh/Coaching NI approved mentors. These workshops will cover the key areas of recognition, good practice, recording, reporting, appropriate action. These mentors have been trained to ensure they can deliver the rationale behind the “Code of Ethics and Good Practice for Children’s Sport.” Those who attend will be accredited by Comhairle Uladh/Coaching NI, on completion of workshop and their subscription to the principles involved.

Relevant club officers will also receive training similar to above, with similar accreditation.

The Club’s Child Safeguarding Officer is Cathal Coyle. He is responsible for raising awareness of Child protection and monitoring Child protection issues.

The designated person within the club is Anne Campbell.

“Code of Best Practice for Youth Sport” to be adhered to. It covers dignity and rights of Youth, Fair Play, Child-centred approach – not win at all costs, coach/mentor role, code of conduct, Role of parent/guardian, Role of young person, Youth Liaison Officer, Drugs and substance abuse, consent for away trips.
